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(x) requests, demands or persistent pressure for sexual favors, particularly when accompanied by an offer of
rewards or threats of retaliation.

Sexual violence refers to physical contact with a sexual or intimate part of the body without consent. It
includes various forms of sexual intercourse (e.g., rape, incest, statutory rape) as well as other forms of
sexual touching (e.g., fondling).
